We are happy to report the Association has successfully
completed another needed restoration project on the Horse
Barn and Carriage House at the homestead. The Horse
Barn and Carriage House was the last remaining outbuilding
at the homestead that was in need of roofing replacement
and framing repairs. Earlier in April of 2010, we had an assessment of the Horse Barn and Carriage house to help
us understand the historical significance of the building, and its construction techniques, so any repairs made would
not detract or alter the originality of the building, The conclusions indicated that the building was a combination of
old and new construction, some historical and other portions more modern and added on over time. The new work
on the North East portion of the building (garage area) entailed reframing of the roof rafters with new rough sawn
lumber, and new 1x12 rough sawn ship lap decking, all
from a local sawmill. Any of the existing hand hewn
framing below the roof rafters was preserved and
remains intact. The Southwest portion of the building,
which is historically significant, received new 1x3
purlins on the existing roof deck. The entire building
received taper sawn red cedar shakes, similar to other
out buildings, to maintain continuity. The project was
able to be completed in November of 2010, in time to
be structurally sound and water tight for the ensuing
winter. We thank you for your continued support, as
we do our best to diligently maintain the homestead.
