| would like to share a recent example of preserving the
legacy of the Bull family. A descendant, Penelope Ann Bull
Clary, of Sarasota Florida, sent two family bibles for
preservation in the Bull archives at the Homestead in
Campbell Hall, NY. These bibles date back to the early
1800’s, over 200 years old. One bible was Henry James
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Walshs’, grandfather of one of the early Bull genealogists Stevenson Walsh, and the other was from Penelope’s father
Richard Leonard Bull. Penelope’s words regarding the Bible donation “I’m doing this for my
Father; the Stone House is where these bibles belong.” We are so honored to receive these
important family legacy items, with hand written ancestor records inscribed throughout, Thank
you Penelope for contributing these items to our collections at the Homestead. We truly play an
important role preserving our part of the nation’s history.

The Bull association is funded each year almost entirely by
donations from its membership, which means that we ask
each of you to consider making even a small dollar

donation to the association. It’s easy to do online by utilizing
the DONATE button on our website www.bullstonehouse.org.
You can also mail a check to the address listed on page 1 of
this BULL-e-tin. For 100 years, the expenses to preserve our
four pillars have been paid for by people like you.

We are increasingly using social media to share Association
updates, committee needs, requests for help, and so on. You
don’t have to live close by to help on tasks, so don't let the
distance stop you! Nearly 80 percent of our membership lives
100 miles or more from the Stone House.

Please be sure we have your current e-mail address and
update it whenever you make a change.

In light of our ever increasing financial needs, this year we
formed a committee to investigate ways to create a revenue
stream outside of donations. The Economic Development
Committee will be investigating a solar farm development.

This sustainable technology provides clean energy to
the utility grid, utilizing a ground mounted solar array for
which the Association would receive long term lease
payments for hosting on the property. We are only in the
very beginning stages of due diligence, but | wanted to
communicate the long term planning being undertaken.

Looking ahead to building improvements in 2019.

Over the past two years your board has been
pursuing improvements to the Stone House on
many fronts: electrical safety, mold remediation, and
identifying necessary masonry and carpentry repairs
in the Basement level.
